ROLL CALL: Present: Mayor Jarod Senger, Council members:  Rich Johnson, Teresa Leshovsky, Jeanne Thompson and Sue Gray. City Administrator: Dawn Veit, Public Works Director Don Umthun, Liquor Store Manager Kiley Weaver, and Deputy Clerk Dawn Rouse, Assistant Fire Chief Josh Winter and Deputy Josh Oswald.

APPROVAL OF REGULAR AGENDA: Motion made by Jeanne Thompson, Second by Rich Johnson and unanimously carried to approve the Regular Agenda with changes: removal of (2.) Oath of Office.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: A motion was made by Sue Gray, seconded by Jeanne Thompson, and unanimously carried to approve the Consent Agenda.  
		
DEPARTMENT OF COMMISSIONERS’ REPORTS

1.Administration -  Dawn Veit

a. Annual Appointments – Resolution No. 2020-01 a Resolution of Annual Appointments and Designations for 2020.
Motion by Teresa Leshovsky, second by Rich Johnson and unanimously carried.

b. Approval of Ordinance No. 18 Amendment – Snow Removal
Motion by Jeanne Thompson, second by Sue Gray and unanimously carried to approve the amendments for Ordinance No. 18.

c. Approval of the changes to the Snow Plowing Policy –
1.  Changing Police Department to Hubbard County Sherriff’s Department.
2.      Changes to #3 -One of the most frequent and irritable problems in removal of snow from the public 
  streets is the snow deposited in driveways during plowing operations. Snow being accumulated on the
  plow blade has no place to go but in the driveway.  The drivers make every attempt to minimize the
 amount of snow deposited in driveways, but the amount still can be significant.  City personnel will not
 provide driveway cleaning.  Driveways are to be cleaned by the person taking residency along a public
 street.  When moving snow off of private property, DO NOT push or blow the snow back onto the
 street.  This is unsafe and against MN Statute 160.2715.
3. Changes to #10.	Mailboxes
It is the department of Public Works policy that any mailbox damaged by snow as a result of plowing or scraping the roadway, is the responsibility of the property owner.  When a mailbox is damaged by direct contact with our equipment, the Department of Public Works will:
At the mailbox owner’s request, replace the mailbox with a standard size, non-decorative metal mailbox and replace the support post as necessary with a 4” x 4”, decay resistance wood support post.
Provide reimbursement in a reasonable amount for the mailbox ($15.00 per box) 
and support posts ($5.00) that meet state and federal requirements for size, support and placement.

2. PLANNING COMMISSION – Dawn Rouse
    a.   Shouse – Much time was spent on this topic.  The City Council asked Dawn to find out more information 
                           from the Minnesota Building Code.

3. PUBLIC WORKS –Don Umthun 
   a. Water/Sewer-  We have one resident with running water, no temperature concerns yet.
Veit spoke about raising the water and sewer rates.  We will give residents a 3 month heads up on the change.  I will bring numbers to the February meeting.  Mayor Senger states that “it is important to let the residents know that we haven’t raised rates in 6 years.”
b. Streets –           The Street project will be moving forward, should have some numbers by February 11. 
                                Once our quantities come in we will know how far we can go.  
   c.  Cemetery –      Nothing at this time.
   d.  Parks -              by Commissioner Gray: the playground equipment has arrived.  It came in a package that
        was to large for our equipment to handle, so it had to be refused back to the shipping 
        company.  The delivery date was rescheduled and we want to say thank you to Ben Ott and
        Gary Nicklason and the use of their equipment.

4.  LIQUOR STORE – Kiley Weaver
    a.  Maintenance/Building: nothing at this time.
    b.  Staffing: this is our down time. 
    c.  Special Events:  nothing at this time, we have had good snowmobile traffic.
    d.  Promotions and Marketing:  we will do something for Superbowl. This time of year is hard to do bands,
         not enough room.
    e.  POS:  it should have been here by now, mis-communication.  It should be done within the next few
         weeks.  Our Auditor’s have allowed us to wait to do the Inventory until the system is installed.
         
5. FIRE DEPARTMENT – Assistant Fire Chief Josh Winter
   a.  163 calls for service in 2019
   b.  Josh asked for $2500.00 to repair the yellow Tinder Truck.
	Motion by Jeanne Thompson, Second by Sue Gray and unanimously approved.
   c. Park Rapids purchased a new Rescue Truck, they are selling their used ambulance.  We are interested in 
       purchasing the used ambulance for Ice Water Rescue.
             Motion by Sue Gray, Second by Teresa Leshovsky and unanimously carried to purchase an Ambulance 
from the City of Park Rapids for $3000.00.  The funds will be taken from the Fire Reserve Savings 
Account.
   d. Main Fire Engine – we have John Farrington coming out tonight to look at the truck, it has been having
 trouble lately.
   e. Sealed Bids – the city received 1 sealed bid for the retired Nevis Tanker Truck.
            -Motion by Jarod Senger, Second by Rich Johnson, unanimously carried to accept the bid from Mr. Jensen in the amount of $675.50.

6. POLICE DEPARTMENT –  Deputy Josh Oswald
“71 calls received.  A few things with snow removal and towing vehicles, I use all the resources available to contact the owner to move their vehicle first.  There were a few issues at the school, and doing my residential house checks, over all it has been a pretty good year.
I want to give you some numbers, in the past 3 years Nevis averages 900-930 calls for service per year.  That goes to tell me that we are a fairly busy area.  Looking at the future, I can honestly see this exceeding and law enforcement could use a little extra help.  Josh asked if the council could look at the numbers and Josh could come to the budget meeting in July to see if we could put on an extra deputy throughout the summer time.” Councilor Johnson asked if Josh could get us some numbers for the Budget meeting.  I do think we want to continue the partnership with the County, “I do not believe we want to go back to having a Nevis Police Department.”
