CALL TO ORDER:  The March 9, 2020 Regular Meeting of the Nevis City Council was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Mayor Jarod Senger.

ROLL CALL: Present: Mayor Jarod Senger, Council members:  Rich Johnson, Teresa Leshovsky, Jeanne Thompson and Sue Gray; City Administrator: Dawn Veit, Public Works Director: Don Umthun, Liquor Store Manager Kiley Weaver, and Deputy Josh Oswald.
Absent:  Fire Chief Chris Norton.

APPROVAL OF REGULAR AGENDA: Motion made by Jeanne Thompson, Second by Rich Johnson and unanimously carried to approve the Regular Agenda.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Motion made by Sue Gray, seconded by Rich Johnson, and unanimously carried to approve the Consent Agenda.  
		
DEPARTMENT REPORTS:
1.  Administration – Dawn Veit
a. Local Board of Appeal and Equalization (Open Book) shall be held on Tuesday, April 28, 2020 at 9:am at the 
    County Assessor’s Office, Gov’t Center 2nd floor.

b. A preliminary amendment of Ordinance No. 34 An Ordinance Establishing A Planning and Zoning 
    Commission was given to the council for review.  No changes were made to the amended document.  The 
    Ordinance will be posted for 10 days prior to the April City Council meeting for a vote.

c. Rich Johnson graciously agreed to construct a letter showing support from our City to the Development of
    the Itasca-Heartland Connection Trail from lake Itasca State Park to Heartland Trail.
	Motion by Teresa Leshovsky, Second by Sue Gray and unanimously agreed to have Councilor Rich Johnson draft the letter to Itasca-Heartland Connection.
	

2.  Planning and Zoning – 
Councilor Leshovsky gave a brief run down on the things that the planning commission were working on. They have voted on new chairs for the 2020 year: Brian Skinness Chair, and Gary Nicklason Vice Chair.  They are working on the Comprehensive land Use plan, but Dawn Rouse wrote that it would take some time.

3.  Public Works – Don Umthun
a.  	Water/sewer:  Umthun stated that the new controls for the water tower should be here by the end of 
              the month.
b.  	Streets:  We have signed a new 2020 contract with the Street Sweeping company, no dates yet.
c.  	Cemetery:  Nothing at this time.
d.	Parks:  Commission Gray said that the Widseth, Smith and Nolting plans came in slightly different than 
the original ones.  The plans were sent to Flying W and to Minnesota Diversified Services, two of the
companies that Judy Anderson had contacted last fall for estimates for the Park preparation.  Don says 
that the landscape will be changed to a 2-tier plan.  Sue will also write a story for the newspaper.  Sue states 
that the Nevis Women’s Club is now a 501 C3 organization.	

4.  Liquor Store – Kiley Weaver
a.  	Maintenance/Building: There was a slow leak in one of the water pipes in the basement.  There will
             need to be a few pieces of sheetrock replaced and some flooring that will need to be fixed. Damage not
             bad enough to get estimates for. 
b.  	Staffing: We have hired one more part-time person, getting ready for the summer months.
c.  	Special Events: Muskie Days plans and preparations are underway.
d.  	Promotions and marketing:  Having the Pool League here was a great addition, the season went well
e.   	Proposed remodel/update for the Liquor Store Building – We are in the final stages of the drawings. 
             We have a few more changes to the size of the beer cave.
f.  	POS System:  The system is installed.  There have been a few anomalies with the internet, getting it to 
             function with the new systems in place.  Training has started, but more is anticipated with all of the
             changes that need to be made.  The system should be fully functional and ready to go by Memorial 
             Weekend.
	
5. FIRE DEPARTMENT – Fire Chief Chris Norton not available
	
6. POLICE DEPARTMENT –  Deputy Josh Oswald
	There were71 calls for service last month.  I have set up cones by Church street, there have been a few non-serious issues at the school.

NEW BUSINESS –  Kiley Weaver asked Don Umthun if he knew when the road construction was going to begin and which roads were going to be affected.  He will do some checking and get back to her.
Loren Kramer, President of the Senior Center asked the City Council about Senior Housing.  Says that more and more Nevis residents have to go elsewhere when they reach that age because there is no housing for them here.  Councilor Thompson fielded the question on behalf of the council.  We would need to have a feasibility study done to start, determine what types of housing is needed, whether it be low income, or assisted living, etc.  Also how many units would it need to be? Something like this would require developers and investors, this is something that a city of our size would not be able to handle on its own.
Thompson will reach out and try to see if there are any interested parties.
