EMERGENCY MEETING
March 19, 2020

CALL TO ORDER:  The March 19, 2020 Emergency Meeting of the Nevis City Council was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Assistant Rich Johnson.

Pledge of Allegiance

ROLL CALL: Present: Mayor Jarod Senger (via teleconference), Council members:  Rich Johnson, Teresa Leshovsky and Sue Gray; City Administrator: Dawn Veit, Liquor Store Manager Kiley Weaver, and Fire chief Chris Norton.
Absent:  Council Member Jeanne Thompson and Public Works Director Don Umthun.

1. Declaration of State of Emergency – ready by Rich Johnson (attached)

Motion by Teresa Leshovsky, Second by Sue Gray and unanimously carried to approve the Declaration.

2. Part-time employee hours:  Hours were discussed for all part-time employees.  If the shut-down of the city offices and the liquor store continue past March 31st, the plan will be to:

-Part-time office personnel will be allowed to extinguish all of the PTO, then sign up for
  unemployment.
-Liquor store part-time employees will be allowed to sign up for unemployment.
-Full-time liquor store employees, Kiley Weaver and Kay Moen will continue running the Off-
 Sale, hours 11:00am to 8:00 pm Tuesday through Saturday. We will continue to staff Matt Gale
 for stocking purposes.  Kay Moen will have a temporary payroll increase of $14.50 per hour to
 help offset the loss of tips.

3. Utility Bill Late Fees
-The city will be waiving late fees and shut-offs until April 15, 2020.
Motion by Rich Johnson, Second by Teresa Leshovsky, unanimously approved.

Rich Johnson stated “most people have a support person in their lives, now there might be some residents that do not.  Between Dawn Veit and Josh Oswald, we can find resources to help them.  We encourage those residents without a support system to call the city office if they are need of something and we will try to get them the support they need.

Sue Gray would like to commend the Nevis School for the fool program and the homework program they have set up for the children while they are home.

Jarod Senger says “I am very proud of who we are”.
