CALL TO ORDER:  The May 11, 2020 Regular Meeting of the Nevis City Council was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Mayor Jarod Senger.

Pledge of Allegiance

ROLL CALL: Present: Mayer Jarod Senger, Council Members: Rich Johnson, Teresa Leshovsky, Jeanne Thompson and Sue Gray, City Administrator: Dawn Veit, Public Works Supervisor; Don Umthun, Liquor Store Manager Kiley Weaver, Fire Chief Chris Norton and via telephone Deputy Josh Oswald.

APPROVAL OF REGULAR AGENDA: Motion made by Jeanne Thompson Second by Sue Gray and unanimously carried to approve the Regular Agenda..

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Motion made by Rich Johnson, seconded by Teresa Leshovsky, and unanimously carried to approve the Consent Agenda.  
		
DEPARTMENT REPORTS:
1.  Administration – Dawn Veit
a. 	Water Shut-offs.  Recommended by the League of Mn Cities, we do not discontinue services to residents during the pandemic.  
Motion by Teresa Leshovsky, Second by Rich Johnson, and unanimously carried to discontinue Late Fees and Water Shut-Offs, with regular charges to accumulate as normal and review them on a month to month basis.

b. 	Liquor Store Remodel – After reviewing the drawings, Kiley Weaver was still unsure whether or not the Beer Cave would be big enough.  The idea of using the space between the two buildings was discussed.
Motion by Jeanne Thompson and Second by Rich Johnson and unanimously approved to allow Kiley Weaver to go ahead and make the recommended changes to the Liquor Store remodel.

2.  Planning and Zoning – Dawn Rouse
Nothing at this time

3.  Public Works – Don Umthun
a.  	Water/sewer:  The irrigator is up and running, we might start spraying next week.
b.  	Streets:  the project is still a go, last we heard, June, but still waiting on the contractor for a start date.
c.  	Cemetery:  Water is turned on.
d.	Parks:  The bathrooms are ready for the summer.  We will open them up when permission is given.  Don asked if they could put the swimming raft out yet, and council stated that we should wait until the Governor’s orders.
Council member Sue Gray asked if we will need more concrete at the entrance to the new Park Equipment, Don said he will have Richard with Flying W out to flag the footprint.	
	
4.  Liquor Store – Dawn Veit
a.  	Maintenance/Building: Remodel, see notes under Administration.
b.  	Staffing: Kiley and Kay are handling the off-sale, with Matt working a few hours to help with stocking.  Kiley asked about extending the hours going into the summer months.  She suggests changing the hours to 10:00am – 9:00pm.
Motion by Jeanne Thompson, Second by Teresa Leshovsky, unanimously carried to extend the hours of the off-sale.
c.  	Special Events: With the closures of all restaurants and bars, it was unanimous to not book a large venue for Muskie Days.  We will go with local smaller bands.
d.  	Promotions and marketing:  Nothing at this time.
e.  	POS System:  We have been running both systems for 2 weeks now.  This has helped with catching any problems.  The next two weeks we will be programming the bar side.  By the time we open back up, we will be ready.
	
5. FIRE DEPARTMENT – Fire Chief Chris Norton 
a.  	Flashlights – We have had a few calls this month and found out we need new flashlights.  The cost is $70.00 per light and the department will need 22.  
Motion by Jeanne Thompson, Second by Sue Gray, unanimously carried to allow the Fire Chief to purchase 22 new flashlights at a cost of $1600.00.
b.	The department had a “Mask” drive, it turned out very well.  We are trying to keep them local with a resident who requested a dozen, the rest will go to the Nevis Senior Center and a local Church.
c.	The bottom of the water heater rusted out at the fire hall, with the water leaking down the walls into the men’s bathroom.  The ceiling and the sheetrock will need to be replaced.  Dawn Veit contacted the League of MN Cities and they sent an adjuster out to take a look at the damage.  She gave approval for us to contact a contractor to start to demo the damaged property.  Chris received a bid of $500.00 - $800.00 for the work from Nicklason Construction.  Lindow Plumbing was contacted for the water lines and the rest of the plumbing with an estimate of $1200.00.  Chris also spoke with the adjuster bout the siding damage and water leaks to the fire hall office.  She is checking into it to see if we can put in for a claim.
	
6. POLICE DEPARTMENT – Deputy Josh Oswald 
Josh gave his monthly report.  He reported 66 calls for service with some ATV complaints.  Josh is keeping in contact with the school on being part of graduation.  He said he has shifted his hours during the pandemic to take are of the city residents and keep them safe.
	
NEW BUSINESS –  Dawn Veit 
a.	Temporary Dwellings:  The city has been approached by a city parcel owner regarding putting a Fish House on the property during the summer months.  
b.	Councilor Rich Johnson brought to the council’s attention that he was contacted by Heidi Wormley, Nevis School employee.  She stated that the school was putting together gift boxes for the class of 2020 and wanted to know if the City of Nevis would like to donate something to the boxes.  After discussion the council could not think of something to do in such short notice.  Discussion was tabled.
