APPROVAL OF REGULAR AGENDA: Motion made by Rich Johnson, Second by Teresa Leshovsky and unanimously carried to approve the Regular Agenda..

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Motion made by Sue Gray, Second by Rich Johnson, and unanimously carried to approve the Consent Agenda.  
		
DEPARTMENT REPORTS:
1.  Administration – Dawn Veit

a. 	Utility Billing:  the council graciously waived the late fees and water shut-offs for the months of April and May, now that we are re-open, it will be business as usual.
	Motion by: Jeanne Thompson, Second by Rich Johnson, unanimously approved of reinstating the Ordinance stipulations for all delinquent accounts beginning with the next billing cycle.

b. 	Ordinance No. 52 “Temporary Dwellings”.  An Ordinance Establishing rules and Regulations for the Use of Temporary Dwellings within the Nevis City Limits.
	Motion by: Rich Johnson, Second by Sue Gray and unanimously approved.

c.	Women’s Club: the Nevis Women’s club joined our zoom city council meeting on Monday evening with 2 questions for our council.
1. We would like the city to forgo the water fees for this year and next year for their Pollinator  
     Garden. 
2. We are asking for a reduction in the payment we made to the city for the unlimited use of
     The council chambers for our meetings.  Due to COVID-19 we were unable to use the facility
     In April and May of this year.
With the city looking at expanding its Municipal Liquor Store, there is a chance that the council chambers will not be available, so the council decided to return the Women’s Club payment of $200.00 for the remainder of 2020.  They will be looking for a different venue for their meetings.
Motion by: Jarod Senger, second by Teresa Leshovsky and unanimously voted to return the sum of $200.00 to the Nevis Women’s Club.
Motion by Jeanne Thompson, second by Teresa Leshovsky, and unanimously approved to allow the Women’s Club to use city water with no charge through September 30, 2020.  We will re-visit this again next year.

d.	Setting a date for the 2021 Budget Meeting – the council set the date of 5:00pm on Wednesday, July 29th to be held in the council chambers.

e.	Internal Controls Policy for the Liquor Store – an Internal Controls Policy was presented to the council for approval.  This policy was suggested form the Office of the State Auditor.
	Motion by: Rich Johnson, Second by: Sue Gray and unanimously approved.

3.  Public Works – Don Umthun
a.  	Water/sewer:  we had a little trouble with the irrigator, sprayed well water across the road, it has been   repaired.
b.  	Streets:  we have a start date of June 25 and 26.  Projected cost to come in right below $100,000.00. 
              The streets we will be working on will be; Main Street, Third Avenue and Pleasant.
c.  	Cemetery:  nothing at this time
d.	Parks:  Don asked if we should put the raft out into the swimming area this year.  After discussion the council decided to wait for the Governor to loosen more of the restrictions first.
	Commission Sue Gray: The land scaping is being prepared right now for the new Muskie Park Playground, when it is complete, Don will take pictures and send them to Game Time.  We are still receiving donations for the park which is wonderful for the completion of the project.
	
4.  Liquor Store – Dawn Veit
a.  	Temporary Outside Bar:  Kiley presented the council with a cost breakdown for opening an outside bar 
for the summer or until the inside restrictions have lifted. After much discussion a motion was made:
Motion by: Jeanne Thompson, second by: Teresa Leshovsky and unanimously approved to allow; 
electrical work for outside, the purchase of solar string lights, 6 outside chairs to match what we 
already have, Bluetooth speakers to be mounted outside, bases for umbrellas, with a total cost of 
$2488.32, if the Electric Company hired can make it work in conjunction and accordance with the 
new remodel plans.
 
b.  	Remodel:  Widseth, Smith and Nolting have sent their final draft for the council to look at.  Rich Johnson states “we should approve the drawings now, email the architect so they can finish with the plumbing, heating, etc.” 
	Motion by: Rich Johnson, Second by: Jeanne Thompson and unanimously approved. Dawn will email Widseth, Smith and Nolting in the morning and get the ball rolling.
