APPROVAL OF REGULAR AGENDA: Motion made by Rich Johnson, Second by Sue Gray and unanimously carried to approve the Regular Agenda.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA: Motion made by Rich Johnson, Second by Jeanne Thompson, and unanimously carried to approve the Consent Agenda.  
		
DEPARTMENT REPORTS:
1.  Administration – Dawn Veit

a. 	Preliminary 2021 Budget.  Officer Josh Oswald attended our July Budget meeting.  Josh explained to the council that the number of calls has went up significantly.  He asked the council if they would be interested in adding either a full-time or a part-time officer for the year 2021.
	After discussing this option, the council decided to table until we can work the numbers. 
	Motion by Sue Gray, Second by Rich Johnson and unanimously approved.

b. 	Tyler Lindow – Boy Scout Eagle Project.
	Tyler would like approval to do his Eagle Scout project at Halvorson Beach.  He is proposing to build a platform and stairs with railings.  He would be working with Lindow Construction for this project.
	Motion by: Rich Johnson, Second by Sue Gray and unanimously approved to allow Tyler Lindow to do his project at Halvorson Beach.

3.  Public Works – Don Umthun
a.  	Water/sewer:  
b.  	Streets:  due to the recent storms there have been quite a bit of wash outs.  We have residents calling with complaints.  However, the only way to control this amount of water would be if the city put in curb and gutter.  Public Works is doing the best they can to accommodate everyone.
c.  	Cemetery:  
d.	Parks:  Playground is installed, we were missing one small platform, company said it is unavailable at this time, but on order.
During installation, the contractors hit a line and Minnesota Power will need to directional bore in a new line.  The contractors will be billed for these repairs.
Council member Gray asked for a budget for a sign at Muskie Park for the new playground.  She received numbers from Innovative Signs in Park Rapids of $650.00 - $700.00.  
We have not received the bill for site prep and concrete yet, however we have funds in our account to pay for the sign.
Motion by Jeanne Thompson, Second by Rich Johnson to allow a budget of up to $1000.00 for a new sign for Muskie Park.

	Gray stated the Parks Committee had discussed doing a dedication celebration in September once the sign is done and would like a budget for this celebration.
	Motion by Rich Johnson, Second by Jeanne Thompson to allow a $300.00, this was unanimously approved.
	
4.  Liquor Store – Erin Rhoades, Kay Moen
a.  	Staffing:  we have hired a part-time bartender, Sierra Day, to work days and nights, hired one more person for cleaning staff and stocking while our current stocking person will be on paternity leave soon.
b.  	Maintenance:  we have had Tweeton out quite a few times lately to work on the air conditioning units.  We have standing water in the ceiling from the condensation, and ceiling tiles have fallen.  
	
5. FIRE DEPARTMENT – Assistant Fire Chief Josh Winter
a.	Meat Raffle will resume on Friday, the 24th of June and continue to be held every other Friday.  

b.	The bathroom repairs are almost complete from the water damage.

c.	National Night Out: “our department usually goes to Akeley.  It is scheduled for August 4th, the 1st Tuesday.  People come out, communities connect, there is a potluck, etc.”

d.	We had quite a few Medical Calls for the month and 2 fire calls.
	
6. POLICE DEPARTMENT – Deputy Josh Oswald 
a.	Busy addressing ATV issues.
b.	The 4th of July was busy but ran smoothly.

c.	Mayor Senger recognized Josh and the Akeley Deputy for bringing the root beer floats down to the Akeley beach for the kids.
