	A.  	Roy Peterson, an area resident, is considering the purchase of property containing three city lots. 
		If he purchased the property, he would like to construct a storage shed approximately 40’ x 60’ in size.
		He wondered if that was a possibility.  He was informed that, per city ordinance, an accessory building 			could not be built before a primary structure.  Upon further questioning, Mr. Peterson indicated that he 			intends to use part of the space as living area with water and septic.  The commission reviewed 				minimum living area standards per MN Building Code requirements as they were aware of them.
		The Planning and Zoning Ordinance references 500 square feet of living area.  Does this include attached
		storage space?  The ordinance does not specifically address “shous” (shop/house) situations, but
		it also did not seem to preclude them.  Skinness questioned whether the property 					was in shoreland, and based on Peterson’s identification of the property on the zoning map, it appeared 			to be.  Skinness explained the 25% impervious surface coverage rule within that zoning designation.  As 			far as other zoning criteria, staff explained that without seeing a proposed plan, it would be hard to 			make other than generic comments.  In order to obtain a building permit, a plan would have to be 			submitted identifying setbacks, etc. and a plan review would need to done by the building inspector to 			determine what specific areas might need to be addressed.  Staff will verify location, zoning designation, 		cost of sewer/water hookups for Mr. Peterson so he can make a decision on the property.
